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AC Alternatives
When hot weather is here and you want the big chill – without the high bill – consider using alternatives to air conditioning that use
less energy. By doing so, you can save money and help conserve California’s energy resources. 

Use fans two ways: to circulate air, and to remove heat from the house. Investigate the benefits of portable fans, whole-house fans and
ceiling fans.

An evaporative or “swamp” cooler can help reduce your air conditioning usage. This technology is ideal for hot, dry climate zones. 

Open windows on cool days and nights; close windows tight when it’s hot outside.

Roof whitening and attic ventilation reduce indoor temperatures by either
reflecting heat away from the roof or allowing natural air currents to

ventilate the attic.

Landscaping with broad, leafy shade trees that block the sun
will reduce the amount of solar radiation heating the house.
