Here are some ways you can 
start conserving power today: 

 • Use electric fans instead of air conditioners. Fans cool just the areas you need and they require 
     less power to operate.

 • Set your thermostat to a minimum of 78 degrees.
 
 • Turn off appliances and equipment and unplug them when not in use.  Many plugged in appliances still 
    consume electricity even when turned off. 

 • Avoid using washers and dryers for small loads, since they use as much power for small loads as for 
    larger ones.

 • Always remember to give your appliances the afternoon off, especially on hot days.

Making conservation a way of life may take some getting used to, but once you start, you’ll be 
joining many SCE customers who are saving energy, money and the environment every day.

In Case of Emergency – Be Prepared 
You never know when a disaster might strike, so SCE encourages you to be prepared – it’s the best 
way to keep you and your family safe. How prepared are you? Answer yes or no to these statements 
to find out:

  1. I have an easy-to-access 3-day survival pack with drinking water, ready-to-eat food and warm 
      clothing or a blanket at home, in my car or at my workplace.

  2. My pack includes a first aid kit with supplies to sterilize and dress minor wounds.

  3. My family members or household residents have their own 3-day packs with 
      special needs items like medicines and infant supplies.

  4. I keep a current record of names, addresses and phone numbers for each household 
      member’s school, business or hangout spot, plus an out of town contact person.

  5. There is a designated gathering place inside and one outside my home, and everyone in my 
      household knows where to meet and how to contact each other in case of a home evacuation.

  6. My company has an emergency plan, and I know how to respond in an emergency at the office.

  7. I know the contact information for my local emergency shelter and authorities.

  8. I have a portable transistor radio (and batteries) so I can receive important public safety information during a disaster.

  9. My flashlight is ready with extra batteries so I won’t be left in the dark.

  10. If I find myself in a remote location, I know how to find and prepare safe water, food and shelter.
