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Watch Out for Power Lines
When Trimming Trees

Fall weather is perfect for pruning trees.
But remember that people and power
lines don’t mix…ever! Whether you prune
your trees, or plan to hire a licensed
arborist to do the job, here are a few 
safety tips. 

Make sure power lines are at least 10 feet
away from the trees you’re planning to
trim. Never use metal tools or aluminum
ladders near power lines, since metal
conducts electricity and touching a power
line with metal will cause serious injury or
death. Instead, use wood or fiberglass-
handled trimming equipment. If you’re
unsure about your safety, please call SCE
and we’ll inspect your trees before you
begin trimming.

SCE’s electric meter test shop in
Westminster is the first stop for more
than 100,000 residential electric meters
each year. When the U.S.-made
meters arrive at SCE, they’re examined
visually to quickly identify any defects.
From there, the meters are given an
accuracy check on the rotating disk
that counts how many kilowatt-hours
are used. Then verification is made
that every part of the meter is engag-
ing correctly before it’s released for
shipment. A large percentage of our
new meters are sent to the eastern

part of our service territory and installed in hundreds of fast-growing
new, tract-home developments. 

Our employees at the meter test shop are dedicated to making sure
that your meter is well made and accurate, because we’re here 
for you.
