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Talking Points

The SCE service territory continues to face a growing population and energy load.   In fact over the next decade, there is no other utility that I can think of in the country that is projected to add as many new customers as SCE.  So there is no question that significant new generating capacity and transmission is needed in Southern California today, tomorrow and in the foreseeable future.
We are making significant progress at SCE in building and securing new energy sources and expanding our transmission network. 
· On the transmission side, we are working to build a second 500 KV line from Devers, CA to Palo Verde, Arizona in order to bring needed additional power from the Southwest to California.  When the line is completed around 20xx, the State will have greatly increased……

· We have also proposed building 3 new 500 KV lines from the Antelope Valley in Central California in order to take advantage of the wind power in the Tehachapi regions.  This could result in as much as 4000 new megawatts on line over the next few years.
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
