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Additional Information Request No. 3 (Schedule A) 

The Commission’s Additional Information Request No. 3 stated:  

(3) During our site visit in July, we accessed several gated access roads 
that were open to non-motorized, public recreation use.  However, it was 
unclear whether or not the signage provided sufficient information for 
recreation use at each of these gates. Therefore, please provide the 
following information specific to gated project access roads: 

• a picture of the sign or signs posted at each gate of the gated 
access roads accompanied by a description of the location in 
relation to the project; and 

• a description of what type of public use is authorized on each gated 
access road. 

SCE RESPONSE TO ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUEST NO. 3 (SCHEDULE A) 

The following provides information regarding gated access roads in the vicinity of 
Southern California Edison Company’s (SCE) Big Creek Alternative Licensing Process 
(ALP) Projects.  These Projects include: Big Creek Nos. 1 and 2 (FERC Project No. 
2175); Big Creek Nos. 2A, 8 and Eastwood (FERC Project No. 67); Big Creek No. 3 
(FERC Project No. 120); and Mammoth Pool (FERC Project No. 2085).   

In order to further clarify Additional Information Request No. 3 (AIR-3), a teleconference 
was held on October 17, 2007 between the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission 
(FERC or Commission) staff and SCE representatives.  A summary of the conference 
call prepared by Commission staff is provided in Attachment AIR-3-A.  During the 
teleconference, Commission staff specifically identified five gated access roads that 
were to be addressed by AIR-3.  These five roads included: (1) Balsam Meadow 
Forebay Day-Use Area Road; (2) Shaver Lake North Shore Perimeter Road; 
(3) Florence Lake Trailhead Road; (4) Canyon Road; and (5) Mammoth Pool Dam 
Access Road.  In addition to providing information for these five roads, SCE committed 
to provide a summary table and map of gated access roads that are located in the 
vicinity of the Big Creek ALP Projects.   

Table AIR-3-1 presents a summary of gated access roads in the vicinity of the Big 
Creek ALP Projects.  Listed first in the table are the five gated access roads specifically 
identified by Commission staff and listed second are 49 additional gated access roads.  
Table AIR-3-1 provides the following information for each gated access road: 

• General information, including the United States Department of Agriculture 
(USDA) Forest Service Road Number on which the gate is located, nearest road 
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intersection, general gate description, and gate ownership/maintenance 
responsibility (SCE, Forest Service or county). 

• Location information including general Project area and FERC boundary in which 
the gate is located; and major Project facilities accessed through the gate. 

• Authorized public use beyond the gate.  

• Recreation opportunities beyond the gate including developed recreation 
facilities and accessibility to dispersed recreation activities. 

Each gate in Table AIR-3-1 includes a “Map Gate No.” which is used to identify the 
location of each gate on Maps AIR-3-1a through AIR-3-1g.  These maps depict the 
location of the gated access roads in relation to SCE hydroelectric Project facilities, 
FERC Project boundaries, and developed recreation facilities.  

Attachment AIR-3-B provides photos of gates and associated signs, posted on the 
gates or immediately adjacent to the gates, for each of the five gated access roads 
specifically identified by Commission staff.  The following provides a summary for each 
of these five gated access roads. 

Balsam Meadows Forebay Day-Use Area Road Gate (Photos 1a through 1c) – Photo 
1a shows the SCE-owned gate on Forest Service Road No. 9S32.  Access to this gate 
is off Highway 168 near Balsam Meadows Forebay.  SCE Project facilities accessed 
through this gate are Balsam Meadows Dam and Forebay, and Eastwood Powerstation 
Transmission Line.  The gate also controls access to the Balsam Meadows Forebay 
Day-Use Picnic Area.  Public motorized use beyond the gate is prohibited.  Non-
motorized day-use activities are permitted, including picnicking, hiking, biking, 
horseback riding, fishing, and hunting.  Three signs are posted on or adjacent to the 
gate.  Photos of these signs are provided in Photos 1b and 1c.  This gate is designated 
as Map Gate No. 1 on Map AIR-3-1a. 

Shaver Lake North Shore Perimeter Road Gate (Photos 2a through 2c) – Photo 2a 
shows the SCE-owned gate on Forest Service Road No. 9S58.  Access to this gate is 
off Highway 168 at Sierra Marina.  SCE Project facilities accessed through this gate are 
the Eastwood Powerstation facilities.  This gate also controls access to the Eagle Point 
Boat Only Day-Use Area.  Public motorized use beyond the gate is prohibited.  Non-
motorized day-use activities are permitted, including picnicking, hiking, biking, 
horseback riding, fishing, and hunting.  Four signs are posted on or adjacent to the gate.  
Photos of these signs are provided in Photos 2b and 2c.  This gate is designated as 
Map Gate No. 2 on Map AIR-3-1a. 

Florence Lake Trailhead Road Gate (Photos 3a through 3b) – Photo 3a shows the SCE-
owned gate on Forest Service Road No. 7S01.  Access to this gate is from the Florence 
Lake Road.  SCE Project facilities accessed through this gate are the Florence Work 
Camp Facilities and the Ward Tunnel Intake.  This gate also controls access to the 
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Dutch/Crater Lake Trailhead and Blaney Meadow Trailhead.  Public motorized use 
beyond the gate is prohibited.  Non-motorized day-use activities are permitted, including 
picnicking, hiking, biking, horseback riding, fishing, hunting, and some overnight – 
wilderness camping.  Two signs are posted on or adjacent to the gate.  Photos of these 
signs are provided in Photo 3b.  This gate is designated as Map Gate No. 3 on Map 
AIR-3-1b. 

Canyon Road - Upper Gate (Photos 4a through 4c) – Photo 4a shows the SCE-owned 
gate on Forest Service Road No. 8S05.  Access to this gate is from the Big Creek Road 
(County Road M2710) between Shaver Lake and the community of Big Creek.  SCE 
uses this gate to access Powerhouse Nos. 2, 2A, 8 and Mammoth; and Dams 5 and 6 
and associated forebays that are located in the Big Creek and San Joaquin River 
Canyon areas.  No developed recreation facilities are accessed through this gate.  
Public motorized use beyond the gate is prohibited.  Non-motorized day-use activities 
are permitted, including picnicking, hiking, biking, horseback riding, fishing, and hunting.  
Two signs are posted on or adjacent to the gate.  Photos of these signs are provided in 
Photos 4b and 4c.  This gate is designated as Map Gate No. 4A on Map AIR-3-1c. 

Canyon Road - Mammoth Gate (Photos 5a through 5e) – Photo 5a shows the SCE-
owned gate on Forest Service Road No. 8S03.  This gate is located at the Mammoth 
Pool Powerhouse and access to the gate is from Minarets Road.  SCE uses this gate to 
access Powerhouse Nos. 2, 2A, 8 and Mammoth; and Dams 5 and 6 and associated 
forebays that are located in the Big Creek and San Joaquin River Canyon areas.  An 
angler access stairway to the San Joaquin River and Dam 6 Forebay is located 
adjacent to the gate.  Individuals using the angler access stairway park their vehicles in 
an open graded area on the right shoulder adjacent to the gate.  This gate does not 
preclude pedestrian access to the angler stairway.  Public motorized use beyond the 
gate is prohibited.  Non-motorized day-use activities are permitted, including picnicking, 
hiking, biking, horseback riding, fishing, and hunting.  Five signs are posted on or 
adjacent to the gate.  Photos of these signs are provided in Photos 5b, 5c, 5d, and 5e.  
This gate is designated as Map Gate No. 4B on Map AIR-3-1f. 

Canyon Road – Lower Gate (Photos 6a through 6c) – Photo 6a shows the SCE-owned 
gate on Forest Service Road No. 8S05.  This gate is located near the Big Creek No. 3 
community and is accessed from Jose Basin Road (County Road M2090).  SCE uses 
this gate to access Powerhouse Nos. 2, 2A, 8 and Mammoth; and Dams 5 and 6 and 
associated forebays that are located in the Big Creek and San Joaquin River Canyon 
areas.  No developed recreation facilities are accessed through this gate.  Public 
motorized use beyond the gate is prohibited.  Non-motorized day-use activities are 
permitted, including picnicking, hiking, biking, horseback riding, fishing, and hunting.  
Three signs are posted on or adjacent to the gate.  Photos of these signs are provided 
in Photos 6b and 6c.  This gate is designated as Map Gate No. 4C on Map AIR-3-1e. 

Mammoth Pool Dam Access Road Gate (Photos 7a and 7b) – Photo 7a shows the 
Forest Service-owned gate on Forest Service Road No. 6S25.  This gate is located near 
Mammoth Pool Reservoir and is accessed from Forest Service Road No. 6S76 off of 
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the Minarets Road.  SCE uses this gate to access Mammoth Pool Dam and Spillway, 
and Fish Water Generator.  Developed recreation facilities accessed beyond the gate 
are the Windy Point Picnic Area and Windy Point Boat Launch.  The Forest Service is 
responsible for the operation and maintenance of this gate.  The gate is only closed 
during the deer migration season between May 1 through June 16 to protect migrating 
deer from human interference.  During closure public motorized use beyond the gate is 
prohibited.  Non-motorized day-use activities are permitted, including picnicking, hiking, 
biking, horseback riding, fishing, and hunting.  One sign informing the public of the deer 
closure period is posted on the gate (Photo 7b).  This gate is designated as Map Gate 
No. 5 on Map AIR-3-1g.
